We spent the month 
of March in Bras’lia sitting in for my 
parents, who were reporting to 
churches in the U.S.

Hitting the Ground Running
In April, we started in a new direction in 
our ministry as I joined the staff at 

IBABI (Igreja Batista B’blica--Bible Baptist Church), a six-year-old 
church in Jacare’, also in the state of S‹o Paulo. Pastor Joel has tailor-
made our role in his church to match our three goals in ministry in 
Brazil: discipleship, biblical counseling, and church planting. In 
addition to sharing the Sunday pulpit, I am heading up the discipleship 

program at IBABI, where we will teach Bible truths in 10-week modules, 
featuring solid exposition and practical application. We are in the process of launching a counseling 
clinic, offering biblical counseling to not only the church, but members of the community as well. In 
time we plan to make our clinic a training center for biblical counselors.

Our church planting project is a long-term goal. Most Brazilian pastors 
will agree that the biggest short-coming in Brazilian church 
planting is the gap between seminary and church plant. Men finish 
their schooling, but lack the support--both financial and 
ministerial--to begin new works. We plan to launch a church 
planting arm of IBABI, called The Antioch Institute, with a goal of 
bridging that gap. We plan to offer internships for seminary 
students that accompany them from the end of their schooling to 
the planting of a new work.

In February, as Ann Janel finished 
her formal language training, our 
time in Campinas came to an end. It 
was a very profitable season of our 
lives. We were able to minister in 
multiple churches, speak at various 
camps, and make many, many new

to young mothers, especially in the area of child-
training. While her Portuguese improves daily, her 
English is very sought after. On a weekly basis, she 
teaches English to thirty rough-and-tumble children at 
the Haven of Hope ministry, as well as offering private 
lessons to friends looking to improve their skills for the 
job market.
